Inclement Weather Policy 
The season is upon us, so here are some basic 
policies to know about inclement weather 
situations. As stated in the Studio Policies, 
school cancellations do NOT imply class 
cancellations. Since everyone’s driving/snow 
tolerance is different, assume private lessons 
and classes are as scheduled, but call as far in 
advance of your lesson time as possible to 
cancel if necessary. If individual teachers decide 
to cancel lessons or classes due to extreme 
weather conditions, you will be notified by 
telephone. Lessons cancelled by the teacher 
WILL be made up; all other lessons missed due 
to inclement weather will be made up if 
scheduling permits. Students are not allowed to 
wait outside for their ride during cold weather; 
please plan accordingly and try to arrive 5 
minutes before your child’s lesson or class is 
scheduled to end.

Make-up Lesson Policy 
In order for a lesson to be excused, the 
teacher must be notified of the absence at least 
24 hours in advance of the lesson time (except 
in the case of sudden illness or emergency). If a 
child is sick at school, please call by noon the 
day of the lesson. Make-up times will be given 
for excused lessons ONLY; up to 2 per 
semester. Teachers need to be notified by the 
parent of the absent student, and not by 
another parent or student, please. Families 
today have really busy activity calendars. Our 
teaching schedules do not have the flexibility to 
make-up lots of missed lessons, so it is 
imperative that you attend your regularly 
scheduled lesson or arrange for a lesson swap 
with someone on the swap list.  Please review 
your studio policies periodically.
